Evangelism
Matthew 28:19-20
“Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that 
I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.” 

Romans 10:13-15
For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”

How then will they call on him in whom they have not believed? And how are they 
to believe in him of whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear 
without someone preaching? And how are they to preach unless
they are sent? As it is written, “How beautiful are the feet of those
who preach the good news!”



Jesus last instruction to his disciples

Acts 1:4-8
And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from Jerusalem, but 
to wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, “you heard from me; for John 
baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days 
from now.”

So when they had come together, they asked him, “Lord, will you at this time 
restore the kingdom to Israel?” He said to them, “It is not for you to know times or 
seasons that the Father has fixed by his own authority. But you will receive power 
when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in 
Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”



Jesus had already modelled this...

Luke 9:1-2, 6
And he called the twelve together and gave them power and authority over all 
demons and to cure diseases, and he sent them out to proclaim the kingdom of 
God and to heal. 

... And they departed and went through the villages, preaching the gospel and 
healing everywhere.

Pioneering
– Apostle, Evangelist, Tongues

Leading
– Administration, Leadership, Pastor

Serving
– Giving, Helps, Hospitality, Mercy, Service

Spiritual Insight 
– Prophecy, Knowledge, Wisdom, Interpretation of tongues, Discernment (of spirits)

Intercession
– Faith, Healing and Miracles

Communication
– Exhortation, teaching



TIME

Chronos – time
(54 times in the New Testament)

An amount of time – linear time.

Kairos – time
(86 times in the New Testament)

“The appointed time in the purpose of God” – an opportune time.

Mark 1:15
“The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand;
repent and believe in the gospel.”



TIME

Galatians 6:7-9 (NIV)
Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he 
sows. Whoever sows to please their flesh, from the flesh will reap 
destruction; whoever sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will 
reap eternal life.  Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the 
proper time (kairos) we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.

Acts 1:7-8 “It is not for you to know chronos or kairos that the Father 
has fixed by his own authority. But you will receive power when the 
Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses...”
